4.  To note the S106 contributions received in relation to the 

Development on land at Station Road Teynham (planning application ref

18/503697/FULL) as stated in the signed agreement dated 21/12/2018

and shown below. The contributions are to be used to improve facilities
on the Parish Council owned space next to the Village Hall by the Parish

Council and be spent by 01/04/2031.

6.  To note a deficiency of £162,395.33 – £134,633.88 = £27,761.45 which

Was covered by an agreed £30,000 maximum from Reserves Bank

account.

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7.  To note 20% VAT is payable on £162,395.33 = £32479.066 which

needs to be paid but is recoverable in due time.

Noted.  For information the Parish Council is a special entity that can claim back VAT.
8.   To agree a short term loan of £33k from the Public Works Loan
Board (PWLB) lending facility, operated by the UK Debt Management

Office. Borrowing is for a two year minimum at a cost of £866.00. This is

required to cover paragraph 7. The Parish’s Council Bank Reserves
could otherwise be seriously depleted.

It was moved by Cllr Barnet, seconded by Cllr Mann and

RESOLVED: “That Teynham Parish Council would apply (if required see note below) for a Public Works Loan for a two year minimum period at a cost of £866.00 required to cover the VAT amount of the Meadow refurbishment while the VAT is being reclaimed and to note that Cllr Thorpe refrained from this vote”

It was also discussed that we should proactively start the process to reclaim the VAT back as soon as the invoices were paid.  It was noted that the full amount was not payable in one instalment so was seen as a lower risk to the Parish Council reserves.  

Note addition to minutes that Teynham Parish Council did not apply for the Public Works Loan.  The VAT was claimed back very promptly avoiding the need to make use of the lending facility. 

9.  To note and agree a total expenditure of £162,395.33 + £866 = 

£162,261.33 or thereabouts depending until price variations and changes in loan interest payments and cheques be agreed and signed for this amount. 

It was moved by Cllr Barnett, seconded by Cllr Mann and 

RESOLVED: “That the total expenditure of £162,395.33 plus £866 = £162,261.33 or there about depending on until price variation and changes in loan interest payments be agreed by the full council”.

· It is noted that out of the £30,00 set aside for the Meadow Play equipment (item number 6),  £2,238.55 or thereabouts is remaining and this will be returned to the reserve account.
Added to the minutes, please note that we did not apply for the PWLB so therefore the £866 did not apply.
