Update from Cllr Bowen…
Marconi Close – no communication from developer regarding the resident car park. The developers are not communication with them at all now.  The yellow lines on Station Road cannot be done until residents can use the car park.  Clerk to compose letter to Planning Department.
There have been problems with dog mess on the estate, the Management company have been asked for a dog bin but nothing has happened yet.  SBC Bowen has asked the Dog Warden to patrol the area.

The SBC budget meeting was held on 3rd March. SBC Bowen had asked for the Streetlighting grant to remain, but this was not agreed.  Car parking fees were agreed to go up in price to 65 pence per 30 minutes; car park charging times would be extended into the late evening.
There was a significant water leak on Honeyball Walk. SouthEast Water repaired it quickly.

There is no (new) news regarding the level crossing footpath across the railway line.
We will be entering the pre-election period of purdah on 16th March until the elections on 4th May.

The funeral of a Swale Borough Councillor Cameron Burton took place recently and our thoughts are with his family.

We have the elections coming up on 4th May so anyone wishing to stand for Parish Council need to get their election forms to the Clerk after 16th March 2023.

Our desired short-term outcomes are: 
· Conyer — farm warning signs

· Lower Road — work with Tonge PC. Reduce speed to 40, with longer term to 30. Temp speed camera? 
· Station Road — Review traffic island

· London Road — Resurfacing.

honour of the Kings Coronation. 
12.  Update from KCC Cllr regarding telecommunication cables over
planted by trees in Station Road. 
We received an update from KCC Lehman (via email):
I checked with the landscaping team about this when it was raised a few
months ago and they were confident that there would not be a problem with
underground utilities where the trees had been planted on Station Road. If
anyone has information or concerns relating to this, I would be happy to look
into it more deeply.
14.  Update on the completion of ‘snagging items’ on the play area
on ‘The Meadow’ and payment of contract monies being held.
The snagging items have been completed.  The Clerk asked Playdale for the
final invoice some time ago but has not heard anything so will chase up.
15.  Advice regarding the number of trees planted on ‘The Meadow’
and confirmation that they do not get in the way of grass cutting by
gang mower necessitating more Strimming.
Three additional trees have been offered for The Meadow and will be located on the grass adjacent to the carpark. Cllr Townson to contact Teynham in Bloom to confirm the planting date (expected to be Wednesday 15 March).

Litter: No single solution will solving the litter problem, but here is potential strategy to solve the issue: 

· Clear the area outside your home 
· Report issues via the Country Eye app or online to Swale BC.

· 20 minute pick up. Take pride in a small area. Clear it each month. Provide top tips (inc h&s). 

· Educate. Take time to educate members of the family. 
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· Deep Street Clean. The Parish Council to request deep street cleans (via SBC).

· Work with local businesses. Contact local businesses. Request to clear around their property.

· Takeaway food packaging. Support the campaign to add vehicle registration number plate on take away food packaging 

· Community events. Join in with community events such as the great spring clean and the king’s coronation.
